2005-1 Countywide Resurfacing Contract (L.A.R.P.)

This contract is partially funded by GDOT and consists of approximately one million square yards of asphaltic pavement resurfacing on various county and city streets.  Work includes variable depth milling, patching, leveling, resurfacing, pavement markings, traffic loop detector replacement, and shoulder rehabilitation.  

Proposals for the complete work of all parts in each section in one general contract shall be made on the proposal form provided and shall contain prices in figures for the work bid only.  Only a proposal submitted by a bidder on record with Cobb County as having received plans and specifications will be opened.  

A prebid conference for all bidders will be held in the Cobb County DOT Conference Room, located at 1890 County Services Parkway, at 10:00 a.m. on September 15, 2004. 

All proposals shall be accompanied by a Bid Bond drawn in favor of the Board of Commissioners of Cobb County, Georgia, in the amount of at least five percent (5%) of the bid for the complete work: such Bid Bond representing that the Bidder, if awarded a contract, will promptly enter into a contract and furnish Performance Bond, in an amount of one hundred percent (100%) full penal sum of the Contract and Payment Bond, in an amount equal to one hundred ten percent (110%) of the full amount of the Contract, as provided by law and approved by the attorney for Cobb County, Georgia. The aggregate amount of the bonds shall be 210 percent of the full penal sum of the Contract.  

The Bid Bond shall be forfeited to the Board of Commissioners of Cobb County, Georgia, as liquidated damages if the Bidder fails to execute the contract and provide Performance and Payment Bonds within ten (10) days after being notified of award of the Contract.
