School Zone Improvements

Project consists of intersection improvements to include the addition of a right turn lane on south bound Kennesaw Due West Road onto Pine Mountain Circle, and the addition of a right turn lane on east bound Pine Mountain Circle onto Kennesaw Due West Road.
Cobb County Water System work is involved on this project.  Only contractors or sub-contractors who have been prequalified with Cobb County Water System are allowed to perform water and sewer relocation work associated with this project.  Bidders or their water/sewer subcontractor are required to have a State of Georgia Utility Contractor License.

The Contractor must submit a DBE participation report to the County prior to beginning work on the project.  A monthly DBE utilization report must be submitted with each monthly invoice.  A final DBE report must be submitted at the end of the project.  If DBE participation changes during the course of the project, an updated participation report must be submitted to the County at the time of such change.  The County strongly supports DBE participation in all contracts.

The Contractor and their subcontractors are required to be in compliance with the "Georgia Security and Immigration Act."  The Contractor must execute and submit the "Contractor Affidavit and Agreement," as well as the "Subcontractor Affidavit" executed by all of their subcontractors prior to beginning work on the project.
Proposals for the complete work of all parts in each section in one general contract shall be made on the proposal form provided and shall contain prices in figures for the work bid only.  Only a proposal submitted by a bidder on record with Cobb County as having received plans and specifications will be opened.  
A prebid conference for all bidders will be held in the Cobb County DOT Conference Room, located at 1890 County Services Parkway, at 9:00 a.m. on April 14, 2008. 

All proposals shall be accompanied by a Bid Bond drawn in favor of the Board of Commissioners of Cobb County, Georgia, in the amount of at least five percent (5%) of the bid for the complete work: such Bid Bond representing that the Bidder, if awarded a contract, will promptly enter into a contract and furnish Performance Bond, in an amount of one hundred percent (100%) full penal sum of the Contract and Payment Bond, in an amount equal to one hundred ten percent (110%) of the full amount of the Contract, as provided by law and approved by the attorney for Cobb County, Georgia. The aggregate amount of the bonds shall be 210 percent of the full penal sum of the Contract.  

The Bid Bond shall be forfeited to the Board of Commissioners of Cobb County, Georgia, as liquidated damages if the Bidder fails to execute the contract and provide Performance and Payment Bonds within ten (10) days after being notified of award of the Contract.

The successful bidder shall secure and pay for necessary approvals, permits, assessments, and charges required for the construction and installation of this project as required by local, state, and federal regulations.
